5. Adoption of award criteria and quality standards.

First, European partners 

presented the results of the 

analysis of questionnaires 

completed by Universities, then 

“National Center for Professional 

Education Quality Assurance” 

Foundation presented the results 

of the discussion with the 

representatives of the Armenian Universities and a working group was formed to 

develop guidelines for the implementation of postgraduate education.
